¥ Develop a bias to an innovation, which takes into account social changes, market dynamics and opportunities offered

by technological development.

¥ Give suitable knowledge about professional activity management, in order to permit an aware and qualified step into

the job world.

General Information

¥ Length : the First Level Academic Degree course lasts 3 years (6 semesters) and foresees the acquirement of 180 CFA

credits

¥ Limited number of student  places available: a maximum of 30 students admitted

¥ Academic year : October Ð July (2 semesters)

¥ Attendance : from Monday to Friday, other than seminars and special projects

¥ Course is destined to : students who have a Secondary School Diploma or another qualification eligible for enrolling

the University in Italy

¥ Admission criteria : admission test, made to verify candidateÕs interest and vocation for the course specialization.

Italian citizens with Secondary School diploma obtained after a five year course and foreign citizens with an equivalent

diploma (certified by Italian Embassy of the origin country) can apply for the admission test.

Application forms have to be sent the Secretary Office from July 15th to September 1st and can be downloaded from

www.iaad.it and www.isiadesign.fi.it.

Admitted students have to enroll within September 30th; those who do not enroll within that date, lose the right to the

place reservation.

¥ UE and extra-UE students : same admission criteria for Italian students, other than the translation of the foreign

diploma into Italian language and the legal value declaration, signed by the Italian Embassy of the country where the

diploma was got. Extra UE students, before their coming to Italy, have to ask for the visa for study reasons to the Italian

diplomatic representatives (www.esteri.it). For more than three months, foreign students have to apply for a residence

permit within eight days after their arrival to Italy.

¥ Recognitions : the course made by IAAD and ISIA Firenze and is accredited by Ministry of Education, University, and

Research - AFAM division, for the achievement of the First Level Academic Degree in Design of Sustainable Mobility and

Transportation Means. Moreover, it is supported by ANFIA Ð National Association among Automotive Industries

¥ Didactics : didactic activities are divided into institutional theoretical and practical teachings, seminars, special lessons,

intra-course and thesis projects, workshops, individual study activities and or with tutors, internships. For each teaching

subject there will be final exams. At the end of the three years, students have to prepare and discuss the final thesis

project.



¥ Enrolment and lessons starting: pre-inscriptions since February 2010. Lessons will start with the a.y. 2010 Ð 2011

beginning (October 2010).
